For U.S. pecans that were re-imported to the U.S., we must receive proof of the pecans’ point of origin, proof that the same pecans were exported out of the U.S. and proof that the same pecans were then re-imported back into the U.S. Examples of acceptable supporting documentation could include bill of sale, contract, commercial invoice or certificate of origin demonstrating that the exported U.S. pecans connected to the ITN were purchased directly from a named U.S. grower or from a named U.S. grower’s first handler. We must also have evidence that if your company was the first handler, an assessment was already paid. 
For pecans that were imported into the U.S. and then re-exported to a non-U.S. country, we must receive proof of origin and proof that the same pecans were sold and delivered to a non-U.S. country for consumption. Examples of acceptable supporting documentation could include bill of sales, contract, commercial invoice, phytosanitary certification or bill of lading. This documentation must also include proof that the product was delivered outside the U.S. and include the name and contact information of the receiving individual for verification.
For organic exempt pecans, the requestor should possess a certificate of exemption from the APPB for the producer of the pecans, which is renewed annually. In addition, we must receive a proof of purchase by the importer from the exempt producer. Include exemption number in Part A. 
For de minimis exempt pecans, the requestor must wait until after September 30 to request reimbursement for the previous year so as to demonstrate they have not imported more than 25,000 lbs. in-shell or 50,000 lbs. shelled pecans in the past fiscal year.

1a.  Name of originating exporter means the U.S. company who originally exported the U.S.-grown pecans tied to the request, if applicable. This is also applicable if the imported pecans were destined for sale outside the U.S. 
1g. Date exported from U.S. means the date the pecans left the U.S. after importation.
